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SUMMARY 

List of electrical, mechanical, and plumbing items not operating, and major 
deficiencies: 

P 1. The waste line is leaking in the crawl space below the first floor powder room. 
2. Insulation is missing under the first floor bath and hail area (in the crawl 

space) and the remaining insulation is installed upside down. Recommend 
replacing the missing insulation and reversing the existing insulation so the 
vapor barrier (in this case kraft paper) faces up. 

3. There is no vapor barrier on the floor of the crawl space. Recommend that a 

vapor barrier be installed on the crawl space floor. 
4. The water service entrance pipe is leaking underneath the water meter in the 

front of the basement laundry room. Recommend that a licensed plumber 
evaluate and make all recommended repairs/replacements. 

5. The waste line is leaking near the ceiling of the basement laundry room. 
Recormnend that a licensed plumber evaluate and make all recommended 
repairs/replacements. 

6. The main electric panel box has a double tapped circuit breaker (two wires 
serving one breaker). Reconimend that a licensed electrician evaluate and 
make all necessary repairs. 

çji. 7. The main electric panel cover is missing three of its six screws. Recommend 
replacing missing screws with flat ended panel box screws. 

8. The counter top backsplash and windowsill are seriously deteriorated in the 
kitchen. Recommend replacement of both the backsplash and the windowsill. 

9. The kitchen cabinets have nontempered glass panels. Recommend all glass be 
replaced with tempered glass. 

ç. 10. The cover of the outdoor receptacle along the sidewall (facing west toward 
Barron St.) does not close, the hinges are worn out. Recommend replacing the 
receptacle with a covered outdoor GFCI. 

11. The GFCI in the front basement room is not functioning as a GFCI. 
Recommend that a licensed electrical contractor evaluate and make all 

recommended repairs/replacements. 
12. The screen inside the west side attic gable vent is torn and a section is 

missing. Recommend replacing the screening behind the gable vent 
13. The glass shower door assembly has come apart. Recommend reanchoring of 

the top bar, or if this is not possible, replacement of the entire shower door 
assembly.

L— 14. There is extensive mold and moisture deterioration of the walls and ceilings in 

• 

the basement and the basement addition. Recommend that a licensed mold 
remcdiation contractor evaluate and make all recommended repairs and 

replacements. 
15. There is a bend to the support column in the finished basement room. 

Recommend that a licensed contractor evaluate and make all recommended 
repairs. 
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16. There is no effective ventilation to the attic area above the additions. 
Recommend the addition of vents to these attic spaces. 

17. There is damaged wood outside around the upstairs bathroom window and 
inside around the rear window of the upstairs back bedroom. Recommend that 

a licensed carpenter evaluate and make all necessary repairs. 
18. There are old awning anchoring boards outside above both windows to the 

back bedroom and the side window to the left front bedroom. If all boards are 

undecayed, recommend painting and sealing, if decay is detected, the boards 

should be removed. A licensed asbestos removal contractor should remove 

any asbestos siding disturbed. 
19. The steps to the deck do not have a graspable handrail. Recommend that a 

graspable handrail be added to both sets of steps to the deck. 

20. The jalousie window in the upstairs bath was not working at the time of the 

inspection. Recommend that a licensed window contractor evaluate and 

replace the window. 
21. The ceiling of the first floor bath is water damaged. Recommend that a 

licensed contractor evaluate and all recommended ceiling repairs made. 

22. There are damaged asbestos siding shingles on the back wall of the house. 

Recommend evaluation of the shingles by an asbestos removal contractor and 

repair/replacement in accord with the contractor's reeomnienclations. 

23. There is a damaged switch in the front right bedroom upstairs; damaged 
receptacles in the west wall of the basement; and receptacles throughout the 

home compromised by paint. Recommend evaluation of all receptacles by a 

licensed electrician and make all recommended repairs/replacements 

24. There is no drain at the bottom of the steps to the basement door. Recommend 

installation of a drain at the bottom of the steps. All work to be performed by 

a licensed masonry contractor. 
25. There is a broken pane in the dining room front window. Recommend 

replacement of pane. 
26. Neither window in the dining room is open able. Both are painted shut and 

have nonfunctional hardware. The minimum ventilation requirements require 

that a least one of these windows should be operable. Recommend that 

windows be evaluated by a licensed window contractor and at least one of 
these windows made operable. 

27. There is a corroded bx cable serving the floodlight mounted on the upper left 

corner of the front of the home. Recommend that a licensed electrician 

evaluate and make all recommended repairs/replacements. 
28. One of the treads of the rear steps to the deck is cracked arid unstable. 

Recommend that a licensed carpenter evaluate and make all recommended 

repairs/replacements.

29. There is no railing alongside stairs from front basement room to rear basement - 

room. Recommend addition of a rail on both sides of steps. 

• 30. The electrical receptacle boxes near the kitchen sink and at left of the front 

door are loose. Recommend that a licensed electrical contractor reanchor the 

electrical boxes. 
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31. There is exposed wiring connection (not in a box) next to the washer in the 

laundry area. Recommend that a licensed electrical contractor evaluate and 

make all recommended repairs/replacements. 
32. There is a seriously corroded trap beneath the second floor bathroom sink. 

Recommend that a licensed plumber evaluate and make all recommended 
repairs/replacements. 

Remarks: 

I The heating/cooling ducts are dirty. Recommend all ducts in the house be 

cleaned. 
2 Drain cover is missing on the drain in the laundry room floor. Recommend 

replacing the drain cover. 
3 The gutter above the basement door would be more effective if placed at the 

top of the wail and continued for another two feet over the roof above the first 

floor bath. Recommend installation of a gutter on the top of the east wall of 

the first floor back room. 
4 There is damaged clapboard on the north side of the addition (the short wall 

facing the street) near the roof 
5 All gutters appear to be full of leaves and debris. Recommend cleaning of all 

gutters. 
6 There is damaged wood: 1. Around the outside door molding to the deck. 2. 

On the west facing rake boards at the roof, 3. On the basement door to the 

back yard. 4. On the head mould pediment above the front door. Recommend 

that a licensed carpenter evaluate and make all recommended 
repairs/replacements. 

7 Balusters to left of front deck steps need to be renailed at the bottom. 

8 Gutter extensions recommended at all downspouts. 
9 The cement coating (parging) around the basement windows on the west side 

of the original house has failed. Recommend that parging be patched. 

10 Doorbell is not working. 
11 The bathtub porcelain is damaged and the bathtuboverflow drain plate is 

fussing. 
12 The switch plate is missing at the light in the left front bedroom.
